Example 1: North Lopham, Breckland  
 

Full Planning Permission was obtained on this wooded 

redundant farm site, partly within and partly outside 

the village Settlement Boundary. 
 

Four large dwellings were approved, including a barn 

conversion, two new houses and retention of a farm-

house. The sale value with Permission was £1,000,000 

for the Estate beneficiaries.  

Example 2: Gislingham, Mid -Suffolk  
 

Outline Planning Permission was obtained for a scheme 

of 24 houses on an agricultural field within the village.  
 

The land was worked until the sale, related to  

Agricultural Tax Relief procedures. 
 

The land sold for £750,000.  
 

A derelict chapel in one corner of the site received 

separate permission for conversion and could be sold 

at a higher sqm land value.
